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EDUCATION REPORT

Julie Pearce, Assistant Superintendent, brought forward amendmentsto Policy 17 — District Code
of Conduct for Students, Policy 18 — Violence, Intimidation, and Possession of Weapons, and
Administrative Procedure 355 — Suspension of Students. The Board approved the amendmentsto
the policies and received the Administrative Procedure as information.

Liz Thompson, Director of Student Services, reported on the Aborigina Education Enhancement
Agreement, officially signed at a ceremony April 2. The Board commended all those involved in
the development of the Agreement, which will enhance the opportunities for success of Aborigi-
nal students.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

At the March 13 Board meeting, Trustee Watkins provided a Notice of Mation to be brought to
the April 3 regular Board meeting. Asthe motion involved a legal matter it wasreferredto an in
camera setting.

As part of the district seismic remediation initiative, the Board of Trustees approved a Capital
Project Agreement with the Ministry of Education for seismic upgrading to Porter Street Elemen-
tary School. Staff will forward the agreement to the Ministry for their review and approval. The
Ministry indicated approval in principlefor this capital project in April 2005.

Capital Projects Update:

The Board approved an updated Capital Project Agreement for the replacement of Glen Elemen-
tary and to permit the use of $1.5 million from the Capital Reserve account. Staff will forward
the agreement to the Ministry for their review and approval.

The Ministry has appointed an independent consultant to review and determine the most cost
effective and timely manner in which to proceed with addressing the seismic and renovation pro-
ject at Centennia Secondary.

An update was provided on the acquisition of the site for Burke Mountain Secondary. Itisan-
ticipated that rezoning and subdivision will be completed in the summer of 2007 which is neces-
sary for aland title transfer to occur.

The Board moved that aletter be sent to the Ministry in support of the BC School Trustees As-
sociation’ s response to Bill 20, 21 and 22 legidation.
