OLD BUSINESS:

· Movie night was a success and broke even.  The money that was spent on the license is likely to be refunded as we can use the DPAC license.

· The Zumba night now has a definitive date – Nov 25.  A motion was passed to have the PAC pay the $50 instructor fee to gauge interest and it will be a drop in fee for any future classes.

· Tonya has compiled a list of items for the Division gym bags with age appropriate items for the kids to use at recess and lunch.  All items will be marked with the division’s number.  A motion for up to $2000 to be spent on the bags as well as new tether balls was passed.

TREASURER’S REPORT:   

· Tammy was unable to attend tonight, but in looking at the bank balances – there is $12,000 in the accounts and that does not include the gaming money for the 2011-2012 school year.

· The gaming money for this year is being held until certain forms have been completed and submitted.  The treasurer and executive are currently working to fulfill this requirement

PRINCIPAL’S REPORT:
· Some concerns have been raised about the outbreaks of certain childhood diseases at the school and why there was not a school wide notice sent for each occurance.

· It is policy that the affected classes are notified, but there is no need for a global notification.  The only caveat to this is for 5th disease which may affect women who are pregnant or trying to become pregnant.

· Report cards will be going home containing only attendance information.  Please contact your child’s teacher if you have any concerns about their progress this year.

· The Christmas concerts will happen during the day this year on Dec 13 and 14 and they will be ticketed events.  In the past we have been over the capacity within the gym (350 people) and as such it has presented a problem.  Each child will be given 2 tickets for the concert on the day of their choosing and there will be an opportunity to ask for more tickets closer to the day of the concert when all requests are completed.

· The graffiti has been cleaned up and restitution was made by the person who committed the act.  This teenager also had to come in to the school and speak with the K and grade 1 classes who got paint on their coats during line-up after the graffiti was covered over.  The children grilled him about why he did it and it seems that the point was driven home that he had made a poor choice.

NEW BUSINESS:

· The PAC is looking at buying its own popcorn maker – there was a used one for sale from Leigh, but a PAC member has agreed to see if he can get a deal from his contacts on a new one for us.  It is thought that the PAC can rent the popcorn maker out to other schools to recoup some of the costs.
