Principals report: Mrs. Parmar

6 Hot topics:  1. Taking care of our neighbor hood ie Trespassers, and unsafe garbage– finding various items on the grounds and trash. Baker is part of a neighborhood watch and Stacey takes flyers around and invites neighbors to keep a watch out and if they see anything suspicious they can make phone call to block watch or the police  - please watch over each other. Dawn to dusk there should be no trespassers  Action: vandal watch number to be put in the newsletter.

2. Issue arose with students here with Text plus free app – ipod touch.. kids can text each other or the whole community  children were reminded that by inviting people to join  - it’s like inviting strangers.– problem arose some inappropriate text were sent  from someone on a particular group. How to keep kids safe when on the street with their ipods – Jessy Miller ( police) can come in and give parents information. Action- pull in police officer first and then look and see if we have enough interest for a seminar  if more information is required. 
3. Appropriate documentation – proof of guardianship ie  income tax statement is acceptable in proving guardianship. so parents of grade 5 and incoming K’s will be approached first- just a viewing  of the documentation by Debbie (secretary or Stacey (principal) and a signature will be required 
4. There have been some inquires re the $ for actor’s workshop:  in PE we have to provide physical education – don’t have the training in drama, hip hop, roller blading therefore specialists are required.. Pac paid for tennis, hip hop and actor’s workshop (1000.00 covered by Pac) 7$ covers the difference. Fine arts curriculum – drama is mandatory however we don’t have the expertise- Action: Stacey is looking for feed back re this direction or if it is too much and parents would just like the basics – either way the student would be required. PAC has $ in the budget to assist cost coverage if families require financial assistance. A discount for multiple kidded families was suggested .Action: Stacy requested that the PAC have some discussion within the group if the parents were in favor of these enhanced curriculum options. Outcome:  majority of parents are pleased with opportunities provided.
5. Job action - teachers are communicating with teachers- they are happy to talk to any  parents if you contact them.. Presently no student led conferences are arranged however parents would like to see it happen, whether in the classroom  ( during school hours)or sending the package home to review there.
