* There is an 8,000 surplus from the 2009/2010 school year.  Based on the idea of spending all PAC monies received in a year, the PAC discussed additional items that could be purchased with these monies, in addition to the items listed in the budget for 2010/2011.
* A motion was passed to match funding up to $6,000 if the PAC is successful in getting a ‘Spirit of BC’ grant from the City of Coquitlam to replace older playground equipment (i.e. segment with blue slide).  Money from the surplus and the 2011 Budget for Capital repairs is available for this purpose should it be successful.
*The approved Budget is based on Baker Drive having 9 divisions.  At the June PAC meeting Ms. Parmar indicated that staffing for only 8 divisions has been approved by District #43 to date.  If net enrolment numbers change over the summer it may be that a 9th division will be added in the fall.  The PAC discussed purchasing an additional Smart Board in the event that the extra division is for a class between grades 1 – 5.  This would ensure equality for all grade 1 to 5 students.  The Smart Board & installation is estimated at between $3 -$4 thousand.  It was agreed to revisit this issue when fall numbers have been solidified.  The surplus funds should be able to cover this if requested & approved.
*Finally there was some discussion at the June 2010 meeting about doing an inventory of gym equipment and evaluating whether the PAC should invest $1000 - $1,500 to augment this.  Alternatively, or in addition, it was announced that Baker Drive would have a music teacher on Thursdays.  Once the teacher inventories the music equipment available in the school, and its condition, it may be that some additional needs are identified in this area.  It may be that additional surplus funds will be remaining following resolution of the above two items.
