For Students in Grades 2-12: 
In the morning, each student will take part in 2 sessions, one that is hands-on technical and one that 

focuses on performance. You can have fun learning things such as: tips and techniques for costume 

making; using hand tools, learning construction techniques and the magic of duct tape; learn from 

professionals on how to improve your acting; tackle the skills and thrills of creative challenges; learn 

painting techniques; wire together circuits and get things activated. THEN, in the afternoon, be 

challenged to apply the skills in fun “mini” Odyssey challenges where you design, create and perform 

solutions mini problems.  (Note- students will be grouped in Odyssey Divisions (Gr 2-5,  Gr 6-8 and Gr 

9-12.) 
 

COST: $20 each for students from Odyssey Member Schools or whose parent is a member of CPSS.  

$25 each for non-Odyssey schools. This includes recess snack, and pizza and a drink for lunch. 
 

For Adults: 

Roll up your sleeves and take part in some creative challenges too! Options include a FREE Odyssey of 

the Mind Parents Info Session or the Coaches Training, or join students in the session rooms and help 

out. Then come at 2:15 to watch the teams problem solving in afternoon.
