Students will be introduced to tool Safety, Carpentry, CNC
machining, Landscaping and Culinary Arts. As a part of this
program students will get to design and build cedar garden boxes
that will be used to grow native herbs, vegetables and medicinal
plants. Students will get the opportunity to learn about cultural
practice and traditions from elders. Moreover, students will get to
learn how to prepare a traditional meal, using the produce that
they planted. This is an amazing opportunity for students to try a
variety of trades in a supportive, risk-free environment.
