Many work for construction companies, contractors and
maintenance departments while others are self-
employed. Carpentry is a nationally designated trade
under the Inter-Provincial Red Seal program. Carpenters
assemble and erect forms for concrete, wood and metal
frame construction and use plans and instruments to
prepare for excavating and shoring. On smaller projects,
they direct concrete placement, and install exterior and

Instructor of the Carpentry Program and cabinets.

Terry Fox Secondary is home to the SD43 Carpentry Program. In partnership with BCIT, this
program, offers students in grades 11 and 12 the opportunity to earn their Level 1 certificate in
Carpentry. In this program students will learn skills in worksite safety, framing, concrete
forming, building science, and more. Students will gain the technical skills necessary to attain a
job as a Level 1 apprentice. Many of the students will be hired by companies in the Tri-Cities
and will start their apprenticeship right out of high school. This program gives them a head
start on their career and the opportunity to complete their Red Seal by the age of 23 years old.
