***SLOW DOWN AND USE CAUTION IN THE DRIVEWAY/DROP OFF AREA IN FRONT OF THE SCHOOL***
Students are reminded to slow down and use the designated crosswalks when crossing through the school
driveway area. Be very vigilant as drivers are often distracted as they are moving in and out of waiting
spots. Also, our student drivers are reminded that the expectation is “dead slow” in our school driveways and
parking lots.

Vaporizers and/or e-cigarettes cannot be possessed at school under any circumstances.
