Another term…another reminder about traffic 
Now that we’re back for our final term of the school year, let me please remind you… 
 

• There is No Parking in the traffic loops at either the front or rear of the school 
• If you are waiting with your child until the bell rings, park on Shaughnessy Street and walk in. 
• Ensure you are setting a good example to our children by using one of the two crosswalks when 

crossing the street. Jaywalking on this busy throughway is not a safe way to get to and from 
school, especially with children in tow. 

• Most afternoons, I will be closing the front traffic loop (as I am able) as people have been 
arriving early and parking before pickup. The traffic loop is a designated FIRE LANE and must 
be kept clear. In the event of an emergency (and we’ve had them), we must be able to permit 
access to first responder vehicles. 

• Exiting from the front and rear traffic loops is right turn only from 8:30 to 9:00 am and 2:30 to 
3:00 pm 

• Please Do Not remove traffic cones set up to help guide the flow of traffic 
 
Thank you to the many (most!) drivers who follow these very simple rules. It really is not much to ask to 
keep our children and families safe, and traffic moving as efficiently as possible.
