What is SOYL?

SOYL is a 6-week summer leadership and empowerment program offered by
Fresh Roots in partnership with school districts. We run SOYL in three different
locations:

Job Opportunity after graduation

COVID-19 has increased the need for additional staff in long-term care and assisted living services. Typically, these positions
require prior experience and education. The Health Career Access Program provides a path for applicants with no health care
experience to get hired and receive on-the-job training.

How to get your career started
* COVID-19 has increased the need for health care assistants in long-term care and assisted living services.

* Normally, to become a health care assistant, you must complete six to eight months of post-secondary education at your own
expense before you can apply for a position.

New hires in the program start in a health care support worker position and receive paid training that leads to full qualification as
a health care assistant.

Please note: All successful program applicants must start as a health care support worker before advancing to a health care
assistant position.

* Health care support workers are supervised by registered nurses or other regulated health care professionals. They provide a
variety of critical non-clinical, non-direct care supports to patients and residents.

» Participating as an integral member of a healthcare delivery team

+ Establishing a caring relationship with clients, residents and families
* Providing support and assistance with mealtime activities

* Providing support and assistance in carrying out activities

* Performing housekeeping duties

* Greeting and directing visitors

* Restocking supplies

+ Completing and maintaining relevant records
