Before he started acting at the age of
60, George had worked as longshoreman,
construction worker, school-bus driver, logger and
itinerant musician. He was also chief of the Tsleil-
Waututh Nation (Coast Salish people) from 1951 to
1963. Chief Dan George is remembered as a
talented actor and Indigenous spokesperson.
