*  OurYouth Drop-in program, funded by the Province of British Columbia and SD43, is offered at Maillard Middle
School.

*  Our Seniors’ programs, funded by the Province of British Columbia, are offered at Our Lady of Lourdes Church Hall.

e Our Family & Early Years programs, funded by the Ministry of Children and Family Development, are offered at the
YMCA Child Care Resource Centre and Our Lady of Lourdes Church Hall.

Moving forward, our biggest challenge will be finding affordable community programming space and storage to grow and
develop our services, since we currently do not have a facility of our own.The program spaces we do have lined up are
largely due to the generosity and support of partnering agencies and patrons.We are still looking for more space and/or
storage.
