· 3 fruit leathers or equivalent fruit snacks
· 3 granola bars or equivalent food bars
· 3 sesame snaps or equivalent high calorie snack
· 3 juice boxes or nutritional drinks
· 1 disposable rain poncho or one large plastic garbage bag and one small kitchen garbage bag to be used as a rain coat.
· 1 pocket-size facial tissue package or equivalent in a Ziploc bag
· 1 pair of socks
· a deck of cards or small toy or book
· a reassuring personal note and/or picture addressed to your child in a Ziploc bag
Care Packs will be collected by classroom teachers and added to the emergency travel case located in each classroom.
