b. Grade 9 and 10 parents park in the designated are (see attached map).
c. Grade 11 and 12 parents park in the designated area (see attached map).
2. The students begin evacuation from the school at 2:15.
3. Parents will go to the field at 2:30, pick up their child.
a. The students will be gathered at Cunnings Field (see the attached map).
b. Parents will walk to Cunnings Field and the greeting area. There they will be directed to the appropriate PACK (homeroom) to pick up their son or daughter. Parents need to know their son or daughter’s PACK (homeroom) number prior to arrival. 
a. Check in with your son or daughter’s PACK teacher. 

b. Exit by foot, or if you have parked at Pinetree, walk back to the parking lot and safely leave.

4. At 3:30 any students who still remain at Cunnings Field will be dismissed. 

5. Students will be released to either their parent/guardian or designated emergency release contact.
