Catchment Schools are based on your current address in our system

There is a spot held for you at your catchment school, so there is no
application required

Your childing will bringing home a letter from the school on Monday December
7t 2020 indicating what your catchment school is

For majority of Pitt River students, the catchment school is Riverside

Students will go on a virtual tour of their catchment school in the new year



Cross Catchment

>

If you are interested in attending a school that is NOT your catchment school,
you must apply for cross catchment, Applications Complete ONLINE.

Applications will be accepted online starting Thursday, February 5, 2021 at
9 a.m. to February 10, 2021 at 4 p.m.

Applications will be processed based on the availability of space in
schools and by RANDOM DRAW PROCESS (using in-district priority then out-
of-district).

Families will be notified via email if they have been accepted on March 2,
2021

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Sibling Clause

» If a grade 8 student has a sibling at a non-catchment school already, AND that
sibling will still be there in September, AND the grade 8 student wishes to
attend that school:

» They will be accepted to their sibling’s school

» You still have to fill out the cross-catchment application form (to confirm the
sibling’s status)
