1.  Introductions.  Attendants shared memories of their best holiday experience in 2017
2. Approval of Agenda.  Motion to approve: Carol. Second: Vanessa.  All in favour.
3.  Approval of Dec  2017 Minutes is postponed until the next meeting.
4.  Reports:
a. Chair: Paula Fowler. Paula and Vanessa worked on the financials over the holiday and will present a budget later in the meeting.  No one objected to adding the budget to the agenda.  Paula has requested an addition to the minutes and asked that a “To Do” list be created.
b. Vice Chair.  Carol Paul.  Carol shared information about the PoCo Foundation and possibly applying for a grant for the sports court.
c. Treasurer: Vanessa Valerga. Currently, the gaming account is $15,349.21 in our TD account.  The operating account is $1,447.13 in our TD account.  The bulk of our money is at Pitt River Middle because in order to issue tax receipts to parents, SD43 said that money must be in the school account.  So, parent donations and fund raising project money sit in the school account and we just see it on paper.  In classroom consumables, we have $1,303.44. The sports court account is $12,184.  Our general account which includes the hot lunch money is $2,216.88.  
d. DPAC REP. Selena Wilson. Absent. No report. There was no meeting in December. The next DPAC meeting is at the end of January.
e. Administration report.  Lindsay G.   Basketball has started with coaching by committee.  There is a need for new uniforms so we must look at our budget.  The Quebec field trip will be before spring break.  In December, the French students put on their performance.  Question to Lindsay: What happened to the community programs that were supposed to start in January?  The coordinator retired but also the rentals didn’t get confirmed by the board in a timely manner.  Once the approvals came through, there wasn’t enough time before the registration deadline so the winter programs have been cancelled.  It is hoped that all issues will be ironed out in time for the spring programs.
f. CPF Rep. Humera Ahsanullah. No report.
g. Southside Family of schools.  Rayne.  No report.
h. Sports Courts restoration project.  Humera Ahsanullah.  The first court is done but the painting of the lines will occur in warmer weather.  Final $2500 is pending from city of PoCo, the money will be released when the job is done or hopefully sooner.  $1000 gift from RBC will only be approved if they staff can volunteer.  Awaiting what volunteer opportunities may be available at the middle school.  In March, Humera will apply for $10,000 from city of PoCo for the second sports court.  The basketball court is expected to be over $40,000 and we will wait to see what the PAC financial commitment will be once we hear from SD43.  There is also the possibility of PoCo Community Foundation which may give a grant for the sports/rec projects.  Maria brought up the possibility of a formal inauguration of the new sport court to help build school and community spirit.
i. Fundraising.  Maria M. She was able to finalize with Steve to have our next hot lunch fundraiser on January 24th.  Roxanna will help with fundraising.  Discussion of fundraising possibilities for the sports court and the future track project.
j. Communications.  vacant.
