Please note that we will do our best to schedule you this year 
but cannot confirm a spot until we know our numbers.  Current Grade 12 students will be given priority for sittings this 
year. 
 

If you are in Grade 10: Please complete this form by Monday, February 15th. We will then contact you once we have 
confirmed a time for you to complete your assessment(s). If you are in a Quarter 2, 3, or 4 English and/or Math class 
there is no need for you to complete this form as you will write in class. Please note that we will do our best to 
schedule you this year but cannot confirm a spot until we know our numbers. Current Grade 12 will be given priority for 
sittings this year. 
 
ATTENTION ALL GRADE 12s:  We are connecting with students via student email who have not yet completed the 
Student Transcript Request with the Ministry of Education.  If you plan to attend a post-secondary institution after 
completing high school, you must complete the Student Transcript Request with the Ministry of Education to ensure 
your application is completed.  PLEASE CHECK YOUR SCHOOL EMAIL for the instructions.  
 
ATTENTION ALL GRADE 9, 10 & 11 STUDENTS!  Course Programming for next year has begun.  This year students will be 
completing this task on-line through their MyEd Portals.
