Students are encouraged to schedule appointments with counsellors, coordinators, and the Post-Secondary and Career Advisor during this 
flex week.  Grade 12 students are advised to have their yearlong coursework for Career Life Connections 12 (all grade 12s) and CAS (IB 
students) up to date by the end of the week.
