ITA Certification Exam

Final exam near the last day of class (mid- to late June 2019)
About 100-120 multiple choice questions in 3 hours
O represents 100% of your certification mark

Invigilated by the ITA... no school district present

Must have current/valid, government-issued photo ID

O most common: Driver’s License or Passport (Canadian or International)
O No ID or expired ID on test day = No exam

0 student will need to fill out an application with ITA to write sometime in Summer

1 “free” rewrite... but must apply and must wait 30 days
O must have 60-69% on first blended mark... <60% means no rewrite
O must wait 30+ days to do second attempt ... must fill out application with ITA
