This 
innovative and collaborative experience shaped Tianna’s 
approach to future career aspirations, particularly in bringing 
sustainability to aerospace. She explored this goal by bringing  
a sustainable lens to her co-op placements in rocket design  
and at the Canadian Space Agency working on the Lunar 
Gateway space station.
