This week we had a few extra fun days with Halloween festivities on Tuesday, and Pajama
day on Wednesday.

During our Assembly on Monday | reviewed our School-wide Levels Plan with students.
The levels plan is a way to illustrate what the playground expectations are for all stu-
dents. They are learning that each of them is responsible for making sure they follow the
playground expectations. Often when asked who is in charge of their behaviour on the
playground children will answer “the teacher” or “the principal”. We are working to have
them answer that question with “l am”. In the levels plan if a child is not able to make
sure they follow the expectations, they are assigned a higher level of supervision. Being
assigned a higher level of supervision happens to many children until they learn that they
can follow expectations without adult support. If this happens | may contact you to let
you know—especially if their behaviour is particularly concerning, or if we am needing to
assign extra supervision for your child routinely. Please see the visual below that we use
to help children understand this concept.
