Hi Alderson Families,

The second week of school is always exciting as students join their new learning community
and begin building new relationships.

One of the first things classes do is work together to
create a “class charter”. A class charter is an agreement
that everyone in the classroom community works
together to write. The teacher asks them to think about
how they want to feel in their classroom, and what we all
need to do to make the classroom a place where
everyone feels safe and cared for. Each child then signs
it, and it is posted on the classroom wall. Division 4 has
already completed their class charter, so | included it
here.

Of course, even with a class charter in place, conflicts
and challenges happen among students. Part of our
work in school is to help them work through social
challenges to learn social problem-solving skills. If you are
ever concerned about a situation for your child at
school, please remind your child to let their teacher
know about it. If you are concerned that your child is not
doing this, please let their teacher know about the
problem as soon as possible. It is important that we know
about these things so we can assist your child in solving these difficulties when they are small. In
going through a process to solve social conflict, children will gradually learn now to solve these
problems on their own.

This past Thursday we had a musician, Jack Thomas, come to play for our students and to talk
to them about persevering through difficult times. At 17 Jack lost an arm in a workplace
incident and then taught himself to drum again with only one arm. Jack graduated from Terry
Fox Secondary and went on to perform for Canada’s Got Talent. Please ask your child to tell
you about his performance.
