	Reflection: When looking at the SLS findings, the data showed there to be a positive  increase of 9.3% in self reported responses to " I feel I am getting better at writing". This is likely due to increased strategy instruction and being increases opportunities for writing engagement through instructional time. Although report card data and writing snapshots illustrated growth, when we further examined performance standards data, results indicated that the vast majority of our students were minimally meeting expectations in both vocabulary/word choice and their understanding and application of written conventions. We will continue to build student vocabulary as well as, provide direct and strategy instruction for conventions.

We have made gains in SEL with increasing the number of calm spaces both inside and outside of the classroom and we piloted Everyday Speech we continue to see  room for improvements our students. SEL Survey indicated 5 areas of further development including: Self management, responsible decision making, social awareness, relationship skills and self awareness. Everyday Speech (ES) Curriculum will be incorporated into all of our classrooms next year aimed at equipping the children with common language to help them express and regulate their behavior.
 
We continued to expose children to many meaningful opportunities including an Indigenous author David A. Robertson, who wrote When We Were Alone. We hosted school wide events and activities including Land Acknowledgements both in classrooms and special assemblies, participated in Truth and Reconciliation by supporting the Ballentyne Project, incorporated Indigenous poppy/Indigenous Veterans video as well as provided authentic stories of Indigenous veterans. We continued to incorporate Indigenous views with core competency reporting  We engaged in professional development including Infusing Indigenous Content- presented by Megan Hanna (BCTF)as well as attending J. Chrona's presentation. Indigenous History Month was celebrated with art and story and culminated with a nature walk activity on National Indigenous Day. Results show an overall improvement in student recognition of learning about local First Nations, Metis and Inuit. Work and learning remains in this area.    
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
