· Jan 17 – 6 – 7:30 A meeting/presentation is scheduled regarding the new school building.  This will be an opportunity to answer questions and talk to the architects. Rob has been focussed on the educational components of the new school.
· This weekend Centennial will host the Girls’ Top Ten Basketball Tournament. The event will accomplish some fundraising through entry fees and concession. 
· Jan 20 – last day of classes for the first semester. 

· The week after will be a time for exams and making up assignments. Check the school’s website for a schedule. Math 10 was supposed to be electronic for the first time but due to the labour issue there will be one sitting of math exams instead.
