*NEW - SENDING TRANSCRIPTS TO YOUR POST-SECONDARY CHOICES
Reminder for all Grade 12 students who have applied to a post-secondary institution! You must use the
Student Transcript Service (STS) to send your transcript to the schools you have applied to. This may be in
addition to the school requiring you to upload/ send in a current transcript. By using this free service, it is
guaranteed that post-secondary institutions will automatically receive your final transcript after graduation.
Please double-check your school’s requirement and the to-do list in your student portal carefully so that you
understand the process. How and when transcript information is sent will depend on the school. More info
here. When using STS please ask yourself if you have included your PEN when applying to post-secondary and if
you spelled your name exactly asthe Ministry records show. If that’s not the case your post-secondary choices
may have difficulties connecting your application with your transcript.

SCHOLARSHIP OPPORTUNITIES

U. OF GUELPH ENTRANCE SCHOLARSHIP FOR INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS
The Dr. Franco J. Vaccarino President’s Scholarships recognize top international students who have made
significant contributions to their school and their community and demonstrate the potential to become a
leader in society. Scholarships are $8,250/year, plus one $9,500 stipend for a full-time summer research
assistantship position after first year. Applicants will be automatically considered for Guelph’s Academic
Leadership International Entrance Scholarships, worth $20,000. Applications are due January 25, 2022

SFU UGGLA FAMILY SCHOLARSHIPS
Awarded to students who face significant financial barriers to participation in post-secondary education. Must
be planning to attend SFU. Demonstrated academic excellence and outstanding potential to be a future leader
through personal achievements or contributions to their school or community. Application is not open yet but
check out the website to start preparing early. Deadline: TBA (Mid-February). More info here.

PATHWAY TO TEACHER EDUCATION SCHOLARSHIP
Awarded to 20 outstanding high school graduates who have demonstrated a commitment to and aptitude for a
career in K-12 teaching. Value: $5,000. Deadline: February 15, 2022. More info here.

COQUITLAM FOUNDATION SCHOLARSHIPS & BURSARIES 2022
The Coquitlam Foundation annually distributes scholarships and bursaries, primarily to graduating high school
students who are in need of financial support to continue their education. There are 17 different awards, all
with their individual criteria. You can apply for as many as suit your personal situation with one single
application. Award values are TBA (depending on the funds available in the Spring), but in the past all awards
varied from $500 to $2,000.
