WHAT THE L? LEARNER LICENSE TRAINING
SD43 students 16+ can now apply to participate in a 2-day instructional program with an ICBC instructor to
prepare for the Learner's Permit test. On the second day of the program, students will take the test. This

opportunity is designed for students who may face barriers, including but not limited to text anxiety, learning

challenges, financial need, etc. Selection criteria are student's needs/ barriers, age, attendance, and good
standing with the school. May 6 and May 13, 9 am - 2 pm, Winslow Centre. Cost is $20 and includes breakfast

and lunch, and transportation to ICBC. Hand your application to Ms. Kaufmann at the Career Office
by April 17, 3 pm.

15 x $1,000 and 2 x $5,000 will be awarded to students entering an accredited post-secondary institution in
Greater Vancouver, Fraser Valley, or the Okanagan this Fall. Awards are based on the applicants’ positive
impact on their communities and other criteria. Apply by April 30.
