If your child(ren) is/are
waiting or walking home on their own, we must have a written and dated consent. A child(ren) will not be released until
the adult, who has signed in their child(ren) that day, arrives to pick them up or contact has been made for an alternate

arrangement.

How to Register

Our Community School Summer Day Camp Registration is now online and will accept payment using Visa; MasterCard or
Interac/Debit from most major banks.

Online Registrations: You can get instant confirmation of your spots in the summer day camp at the location you
choose. You will require an email address in order to get your confirmation # and print out a receipt for your payment.

Paper Registrations: If you do not wish to register online please visit the School’s website then click on Community
Programs, which will lead to the Summer Camp Registration forms.
