All Division 1, 2 & 3 classes will be going swimming at Hyde Creek Pool on Friday February 14th, 2014 from 9:00 – 10:30 

am. 

 
This field trip has two purposes:   

 raise money for the Heart & Stroke Foundation by participating in Hyde Creek’s Strokes For Heart Swim-A-Thon.  

Admission is $2 (additional donations are most welcome) 

 a fun, safe swimming time for our intermediate students as a reward for working hard on speeches, FSAs (Gr. 4s) and 

for their monitoring/leadership around the school.  We will have use of the leisure pool, water slide, and one lane. 

 

Important info: 

• Please indicate below if your child is willing to swim one or more lengths in the lane designated for the Swim-A-

Thon.  The goal is to have this lane constantly in use.  The lane depth goes from 3’ to 10’. 

• Lifeguards will be on duty in all areas of the pool. 

• We are using a bus for transportation, the cost of which will be covered by the school.  Thank you to First Student 

Bus Co. for giving us a 50% discount because this is a fundraiser. 

• Staff will be supervising on the bus and at the pool.  Staff will be stationed outside the change room. 

• Parents who wish to attend are asked to: 

o Pay the admission of $2 at the door if swimming.  If watching there is no charge for adults.  All donations are 

welcome 

o Drive their own cars 

o Use the private “Family” change rooms only, not the main changing rooms. 

• Students are to bring: 

o Swimsuit (may want to wear it under clothes to school) 

o Towel 

o Brush/comb 

o Plastic bag to carry the above 

• Life jackets are available at the pool if you wish your child to use one.  Check the box below. 

 

Although attendance is strongly encouraged, it is optional; therefore if you do not wish your child to participate in this activity, 

alternate learning experiences will be provided at the school.  The cost of the field trip reflects your child’s expenses only.  No 

student will be denied access to a field trip or activity due to an inability to pay.  Please contact the school’s principal to discuss 

a fee waiver.
