Dear Parents,

Each year, as an alternative to having parents engage in fundraising drives to sell products, as many other
schools do, our PAC requests an annual donation from families. We recognize that families with multiple
children have an increased financial burden when donating to the school. As such, this year we have decided
to keep the individual donation amount to $35 but for families with more than one child, the donation amount
will be $50 per family.
