	Reflection: Intellectual Development: Numeracy
This year we continued to work on outlining a common understanding Number Sense.  We used the Pathway to Multiplicative Thinking to determine the benchmarks appropriate for each grade level and developed an assessment tool targeting these skills.  After reflecting on the effectiveness of our assessment tools, we are underwhelmed by the performance of the grade 4/5 tool and will develop a new strategy for next year.  The tools for all other grades are under review and slight modifications may be made in the Fall.  As we continue to collect data, we will look at areas of deficiency to potentially provide professional development opportunities and other ways to support students in strengthening their skills.

Eagle Ridge staff identified the need to intentionally build students' sense of connection and belonging in response to data collected in Student learning surveys.  We have identified school wide practices to support this goal and each grade team have collaborated to identify additional practices that will work for them. We have created a school-wide Student Survey to assess students feelings of belonging and connection. After implementing the tool, we were able to identify areas of concern to target and support specific students who are vulnerable.
