Following JumpstArt, students are able 
to personalize their courses with Art 10, 
11 & 12, Drawing and Painting 11 & 12, 
Art Careers 12, Graphic Design 11 & 12, 
Animation 11 & 12, Media Arts 11 & 12,

12 and Fabric & Fibre Arts 11. Directed 
Studies opportunities are also available.
