	Reflection: Throughout the 2025–2026 school year, the staff at Hampton Park Elementary continued to engage in collaborative inquiry and reflection to better understand student strengths and areas for growth. Through classroom observations, class reviews, discussions, and assessment data, several key themes emerged that informed our Action Plan for Learning. A significant focus this year was the development of our Outdoor STEAM Library Plan. We will deepen our outdoor, hands-on learning experiences to increase student engagement, and connection to land. 
As part of our academic learning focus, staff spent considerable time examining instructional writing practices and student writing samples. Through this collaborative work, we identified common areas of need and discussed instructional approaches that best support student growth. A recurring theme across classrooms was the importance of perseverance. Staff observed that many students required support in working through challenges, taking academic risks, and viewing mistakes as part of the learning process. These discussions helped shape our renewed focus on building resilience and problem-solving skills across the school.
Our commitment to Indigenous Learning and Ways of Knowing continued to grow throughout the year. Many teachers welcomed First Nations knowledge keepers and community members into their classrooms to share teachings, stories, and cultural knowledge. Students deepened their understanding of local Indigenous perspectives through authentic learning experiences and strengthened their connection to place. We also continued to use our school drums and learned new songs together to engage with Indigenous culture in meaningful and respectful ways. 
We also maintained strong connections with families through our weekly Hampton Park Newsletter, classroom communications, and celebrations of student learning.
As we look ahead, we are excited to build on the foundations established this year by further developing our Outdoor STEAM learning opportunities, strengthening perseverance and problem-solving skills, and deepening students' understanding of Indigenous perspectives, cultural knowledge, and stewardship of the land.
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
