Logan Boulet, a 21-year old hockey player, did not survive the
tragic Humboldt Broncos bus crash that killed 16 people in
2018. Logan registered as an organ donor just weeks before
the accident and had spoken to his father about his wishes

a year before. Logan was able to save six people’s lives
through his organ donation.

As news spread of Logan's selfless act, thousands across the
country and world were inspired to register as organ donors.
This became known as the “Logan Boulet Effect”. To mark
the day Legan Boulet became an organ donor, the Boulet
family launched Green Shirt Day on April 7 of every year.

Summer STEM Institute

Making research and mentorship accessible to high school students.

The Summer STEM Institute (SSI) is a 6-week virtual summer program from June 20 to August 1, 2021. SSl is an international program
that provides academically talented and highly motivated students the opportunity to learn through a data science and research
bootcamp, a Masterclass lecture series, weekend challenges, and a mentored research project.

Bootcamp:learn how to design and conduct a data science research project.

Pursuing research in high school is difficult. Many students are scientifically curious and are eager to conduct research but often
lack the right training to do so. The SSI Bootcamp empowers motivated high school students with the training to conduct data
science research projects.

The Summer STEM Institute (SSI) program was started last summer by educators, students, and graduates from Stanford, Harvard,
and MIT. Last year, SSI received over 2,450 applications from students in 78 different countries.

Many students who attended the program said SSI changed their lives and asked for the team to continue running SSl in future
years. Applications for SSI 2021 have just opened.

The program consists of three main parts:

Research and data science bootcamp: Students learn how to design and conduct data science research projects. Students learn
abollét_the re?earch process and how to apply statistical and machine learning methods to address scientific questions with real-
world impact.

Masterclass lecture series: Students are connected to accomplished young adults around the world. Students have the opportunity
to learn about entrepreneurship from Forbes 30 Under 30 recipients, science research from International Science and Engineering
Fair (ISEF) grand prize winners, and other topics from speakers with diverse backgrounds and experiences.

Mentored research project: Students complete a research project through a rigorous, hands-on learning experience under the
guidance of mentors. Previously, students have worked in a variety of fields, from computational biology to quantum physics.
