There are 55 BC Excellence Scholarships available to
recognize well-rounded B.C. g;raduates. Winners
demonstrate service and leadership, both at schooland in
their communities. Winners also show aptitude and
commitment to their chosen career paths. They will receive a
$5,000 scholarship voucher to use towards their post-
secondary tuition.

You must be nominated by your secondary school in order
to apply for this scholarship. Only one student from each
school may be nominated. The nomination information is
below and on the HWSS Scholarship website.

You must submit everything required for the online application
(resume using the online template, two reference letters,
written statement using online template) PLUS a copy of your
most recent transcript from Student Transcript Service. DO
NOT complete the BC Excellence Nomination Form - only the
one selected student will complete that form.

Students selected as conditional recipients of the BC
Excellence scholarship must meet the following
requirements by August 31 of their graduating year to be
confiﬁmed as arecipient and receive their scholarship
voucher:

meet basic eligibility requirements;

be eligible for a B.C. Certificate of Graduation (Dogwood
Diploma);

fulfill the requirements of the B.C. Graduation Program;

begraduating in the same year the scholarship is awarded;

have the following final marks.

* Minimum “B” average in grades 11 and 12 courses
required for graduation.

* Minimum "B" (73% or above) in Language Arts 12.

* Minimum “B” average, no more than one "C+" (67% or
above), and no marks lower than “C+” in courses that
fulfill %raduation requirements for Science 11 or 12,
Math 11, and Social Studies 11 or 12.

Reminder: ONE STUDENT may be nominated from Heritage
Woods but only 55 students in BC are selected as winners.
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UBC Black Futures

* The Black Futures program is a unique opportunity for Gr. 11 and 12 Black
students from across Greater Vancouver to be introduced to post-secondary
options and discussions about higher education.

* Lastyear’s program was hugely successful, and we anticipate that this year will
be too. With a slogan of “if you can see it, you can be it”, it allows students to
envision their academic future. Students DO NOT need to be planning on
attending UBC to be a part of this program.

* The program consists of four in-person meetings at UBC. High school students
will meet with UBC students, as well as a variety of faculty and other UBC Black Futures
professionals. There is no cost for students to attend. Transportation to and
from UBC will be provided and students will be chaperoned by SD43 teachers.

* Ifyouare interested, please see Ms. Butler by December 18", to add your
name to the list—there are only 10 spots available, so don’t wait!
