Student Learning Survey: General Information for Schools PARENT SURVEY 
Gr. 4 students and their parents will be asked to participate in a Student Learning 
Survey from the Ministry of Education to be completed online.  This is part of our 
ongoing assessment and evaluation.  Information is confidential and will be used by 
the Ministry of Education to plan for future educational initiatives Remember, this is 
not an evaluation of this year’s teacher(s) but more of a feeling about your child’s first 
four and a half years at school.  The parents of students in grade 4 will receive an 
email with details about how they and their Gr. 4 child can participate in the Learning 
Survey. 

FRUIT AND VEGETABLE PROGRAM IN SCHOOLS 
The BC School Fruit & Vegetable Nutritional Program (BCSFVNP) grew out of an idea formed 
in 2004 to bring BC grown fruits and vegetables into the classroom.

program. As a non-profit organization dedicated to 
bringing BC’s agriculture to students, already working 
closely with schools, producers, suppliers, and 
distributors, we are proud supporters of BC farmers and 
BC grown produce. We want to acknowledge the BC Fruit 
& Vegetable Program’s commitment to our students and 
families.  They are working with SD 43 district leadership, 
to ensure that fruit and vegetables that would have come 
to schools have been redirected to SHARE for distribution 
to families in need.
