Students or Staff that receive a self-monitor letter, or a self-isolation letter from the school, you MUST follow the directions on
the letter and contact 8-1-1 if you require more clarity or further information.

Self-Monitor students who develop symptoms while at school or are away ill during the self-monitor (14 DAY) period must
isolate away from others, for 10 days and get tested for COVID-19 before returning to school.
