Part of my address with the students was centred around student safety. Students are running in the hallways and coming
into the building when they should be playing. When the students are caught, a number of them do not own their part in
the problem. They make excuses, stretch the truth or lie about why they are running or in the building. Students were
reminded to own the issue, speak using an I-statement (I am sorry for..., | won't let this happen again...) and avoid blaming
others.
