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McFaul’s Chat and Chew: Communications and Cancellations - If one could determine the
future and look deep into their crystal ball then that talent would be in great demand by all parents in the province
as they attempt to navigate the tumultuous course of year end activities. We as a school have tried to hold onto our
ceremonies and our traditions as established calendar dates in regards to year end events and we have now past the
tipping point of logistics, patience and waiting for some of our planned activities. We have had to make some very
Impacting decisions as we await the political climate and labour negotiations to unfold in a manner that leaves our
Admin Team with no room to navigate or adjust to a quickly chan%ing labour landscape of timelines. We have
cancelled our Gr. 5 Half Day Event planned for Thursday June 12" and postponed from Thursday June 5™. We
have cancelled our Outdoor Experience Day set for Tuesday June 24™ as this event involves great details in
transportation, timing, financial payments and a safe and organized plan for student supervision that we are unable
to guarantee.

We have on hold and awaiting some other very important events like our Year End School Leaving Ceremony
along with our Much Video Dance Party all set on the calendar for Thursday June 19™. Further details that will be
revealed this week from planned labour negotiations will help shed light on the livability of these two events.
There is hope in the darkness of this labour strife that time and planning may allow for us to proceed in some
adapted version of these events. No promises, but an official wait and see as to what unfolds approach during a
period of great labour uncertainty.

On the days that we are open for school we continue to work towards our daily goals of education and lesson
expansion and topic completion as evidenced by our change in schedule for our upcoming Team Sicily - Team
Quadra Renaissance Faire that was moved on the calendar in order for us to celebrate the creative imaginations and
detailed work that our students have put forth on this shared unit of student based inquiry. Stop by and be whisked
away to the times of Kings and Courts and the period of Enlightenment on Thursday June 12" @ 9:45- 11:30.

We will continue to update the Monty Middle website along with the district website as being a trusting source of
information in regards to school closures due to rotating strikes and further positive or ominous developments. A
reminder that the next rotating strike date for Coquitlam School District is this Friday June 13™. Your patience,
understanding and sense of support for the issues that are in debate in these negotiations are critical and provide us
all on both sides of the challenge with a backdrop that what is happening must constantly put the idea of making it
best for students and their future learning. Your voice has impact and needs to be heard to help clarify where
parents in this community stand on these longstanding issues of class size, class composition and wage respect.

BCTF Job Action Rotating Strike Day — Friday June 13" for All Coquitlam Schools.

Please see on our website under publications the information notice that was sent home via email. The
letter from the District Superintendent states that: “As a result of the strike action, teachers will
not be reporting for duty on June 13'. While school facilities will remain open under school
district administration, we will be unable to provide students with instruction. There will be
limited ability to provide appropriate supervision during this period of job action. We are
therefore requesting that parents keep their children at home from school on Friday June
13*™.” We encourage you to stay close to the media outlets in case of any new and recent changes to
the negotiations and thus possible changes on the rotating strike agenda.

For example, a Math Grade 6 class
might include students who have completed Grade 6 and would benefit from extra
time. The class might also include students who have completed Grade 5 and would
like to get ready for Grade 6. These courses are available to all middle school
students, including ELL(ESL) students.

Note: Classes do NOT replace an entire grade.

***Band & Visual Arts 6,7, 8: We will be offering a Beginning Band and an Advanced Band
class at Scott Creek Middle. Students will benefit from instruction in both a band class
(either beginning or advanced) AND a visual arts class.

NOTES:

1) Instrumental rentals will be available for a fee. A rental session will be held in the Scott Creek Band
Room on Monday, July 8th from 11 a.m. to 12:30 p.m.

2) Instrument selections made during the Summer Learning Program may not be the same as those
recommended by your child's teacher in the regular band program. Teachers make decisions re:
instrument selection based on suitability, program needs and availability.

Instrument options: Trumpet, Trombone, Baritone Horn, French Horn, Tuba, Flute, Clarinet, Bass
Clarinet, Oboe, Alto/Tenor Saxophones, Bassoon, and a limited number of percussion and bass guitar.
Violin, Cello and string bass may be available to some Advanced Band students - prior experience is
required.

Advanced band students interested in learning a new instrument may be able to take part in the Beginning
Band as well (doing so would not allow participation in the Visual Arts portion of the course).
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Science (Outdoor Focus) at Hillcrest Middle - This class will give students both in-class and outdoor

experiences related to science concepts covered at grade level. Students can expect to take part in hands-on
activities and experiments in addition to regular classroom activities.
