	Rationale: Staff expressed that the original goal is too broad and that students need to be confident and fluent in computational skills (back to basics). In September 2023, a school wide numeracy was completed with data being inconsistent.   
	Planned Actions: Layered mathematical assessment which contains computational elements and application/analytical elements.
Team Leaders will gather data help to guide school direction with this goal.
UDL will be applied in order to ensure access points for all learners.
Taking into consideration when planning, work that has commenced with "Wayi Wah!" (Chrona) and "Start Here, Start Now" (Kleinrock) literature.
	Indicators of Success: Increase number of students who are "on track" in Numeracy (FSA results 2025)
Students will be able to apply personal strategies to solve Numeracy/Mathematical tasks (UDL approach).

	Reflection: At EMMSOTA's June 3 school based pro-d day, the current APL was reviewed and discussed in detail.  
The purpose of this section of the pro-d was to reflect on school goals, and discuss what had been done to support the goals expressed in the document.  Table talk included the following questions, which were asked for each goal area:

After table talk, the collective opinion was that school goals needed to be more specific.  Several staff expressed that they were not sure that they fully understood the goals as they were written, which in turn, made it difficult to connect to them, and move forward individually and as a group. 

It was also noted that the strongest connection made by staff was to the FPPL, specifically, "the connection to Mother Earth in our outdoor classroom spaces and continue to grow our community garden and mindfulness outdoor spaces."

The overall movement with this year's APL is a "back to basics" approach. This approach has also extended to the school overall, including general school-wide expectations such approaches to classroom and hallway management.  This type of reset has revitalized the community as there is significant potential for success when we share the same approaches and goals.
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
