Principal’s Report – Kelly Zimmer
Kelly presented a video produced by District 43 and asked parents to fill out a response form, asking our dream for Learners and Learning in SD43. 
Thank you to Dalene Schulz, Suzanne Clements, Bryanne Duncan, Kathy Anderson, Teresa Battista, and the rest of the parents who helped out in the set up and facilitation of the Halloween Fun Night.

Thanks to Robin Juergensen who spent the Halloween night on the school ground with Kelly.  We had no graffiti and only 1 broken window.  

Healthy Schools Program – Lorraine Johnson and Kelly attended a workshop and will be working with staff to define their project. The $1000 grant will be made available to the school upon the school year completion and the goal that we set being reached.  The school will apply for the Fruit and Vegetable Program next year.  Parent support will be required to run this ongoing program.  On agenda to be reviewed again in December. 
Currently trying to determine if the chain link around the inside courtyard can be removed.  Will keep PAC posted.

Member at Large – Dalene.  Thank you to those who helped with Halloween Bash.  Particular thanks to Mr. Reis and Mrs. McGovern who volunteered for the “Pie in the Face”.  In future, would advertise and push it earlier, and sell votes in weeks leading up to the event.  This type of staff / student / parent activity builds good school spirit. Thank you to those who brought cakes, and to the thirteen Monty Middle School volunteers who will be receiving a certificate and small gift.
Communications Co-ordinator – Edna for Sheela & Robin.  Approximately 30 families have not confirmed to  correspondence via email.  Seven families want hard copies.  Robin will work with liaisons to determine distribution of hard copies.

PAC bulletin board at front door is in process of being set up.  Kelly has a Cricket Machine in the office that can be used for headings.

If anyone has suggestions for a PAC logo or header, please email Robin and our PAC Chairs.

Volunteer Coordinator – Ingrid for Carolyn:  Liaisons have had a meeting. Class lists and parent volunteer forms have gone out to class liaisons.  Some, but not all, class lists have been distributed to families.
Playground – Kathy for Shannon: Thanks to all who helped complete the playground stencils.  Kelly has invoice of approximately $1500.  $500 will be paid by District 43.  PAC received two anonymous $85 donations.  Balance from playground fund.  In the spring we would like to do a couple of murals on walls, paid for out of playground fund.
Emergency Prep – Kathy for Shannon: Shannon has met with Kelly and Keith.  Now that stencils are complete, emergency preparedness is going to be Shannon’s focus.
Health and Safety - Kelly for Keith.  Keith had set up a meeting with a City consultant who will walk through our school property and give suggestions / make safety recommendations around parking, drop-offs, etc.  Meeting had to be cancelled but will be rescheduled.  If you are interested in joining the meeting, email Edna or Keith.

What would it take to build a turn-around / drop-off area in our lower field, or additional parking created at front of school? District capital funding, which is not currently available.  
Old Business:

A.  Vacant Executive Position: Parent Education Coordinator – no one at this time.  
New Business:

A. Strategies to deal with projected revenue shortfall.  We will not have the budgeted revenue of $1000 for Entertainment Books or $500 for hanging baskets, and are therefore looking for $4500 in donations.  We are currently at $3770 in donations.

Motion to remove the budgeted $300 from Parent Education by Suzanne, seconded by Diane.  All in favour, motion passed.

It was decided that we should send another notice home asking for donations.  Kelly will check when cut-off is for tax-deductible receipts.
Discussion around presenting to parents fund-raising opportunities that take place outside of our school.  For example, “Unwrapped” at Coquitlam Centre:  $10 admission fee to a private evening of discount shopping comes to our PAC. Another example, a portion of the price of Olympic souvenir books.  Agreed that yes, we can inform parents of these because they do not include actively sending products home and are considered more of a missed opportunity to participate in something beneficial.  Would we go back to product based fundraisers next year?  Do that and donation?  Every year can be different, depending on general vote and fundraising coordinator.

B. Motion by Suzanne to spend $100 to book John Kaplan’s Halloween Magic Show for Saturday, October 23, 2010.  Moved by Diane, seconded by Hilary, all in favour - passed
C.  Ingrid – Christmas Market, Thursday, December 3rd.  Notice going home to families soon.  Families can bring items to school on Friday, November 27th and Monday, November 30th.
Open Discussion:

Hilary Drexel is coordinating Grade 5 fundraising this year.  $5 per student available in PAC budget.  

Grade 5 fundraisers can do whatever they want for treat sales at recess; need PAC permission to do sales at Sports Day.  Please keep grade 5 teachers informed of plans and progress.  Confirm with PAC for date of possible Movie Night to ensure no conflicts. 
Kelly discussed a “Smart Board” initiative.  If the school buys one Smart Board, we get the software for the whole school.  $2200, plus installation costs.  Kelly will be going to Castle Park Elementary for a demonstration - date not yet determined.  If you would like to join her, please contact Kelly.
