Coquitlam Summer Learning 2009 is again offering a wide range of tuition free learning options for students who are currently in kindergarten to grade 12. Last year 4000 students from grades 1-12 furthered their learning in the Summer Learning Program and this year we have expanded the program to support more learners. The Ministry of Education is funding one course for each elementary or middle school student.
 

This year Coquitlam Summer Learning will be using a two step online registration process for the elementary, middle and high school credit programs. 
 

Step 1. Create a new account- beginning in late April
Parents will need their child's PEN (Provincial Education Number) to complete this step. Elementary and Middle schools will be making this number available to families. This step will take 1-2 working days for us to complete as we process the documentation and information you send. Parents will be able to create an account before the start of the registration for classes.
 
Step 2. Register for summer courses-beginning in the middle of May
