Welcome to Fall!  We’ve been very fortunate to have sunny weather and students have been able to enjoy their recess and lunch time breaks in T-shirts, shorts and flip flops.  But as September came to a close, the rain and cooler weather arrived.  Your children have been so helpful to each other – some lending a spare vest or sweater!  Some of our intermediate students are avid participants in the lunch hour  Intramurals run by Mr. Ireland but many students are keen soccer players and brave the elements.  If your child is one of our soccer enthusiasts, please consider sending a second pair of shoes to be kept at school so that their feet stay dry while they are in class.

If there is any concern regarding a bear, students will be immediately alerted by very loud whistle and that will be their cue to immediately leave the playground and enter the school.   We want to be as prepared as we can, without causing undo alarm for our students.  You can assist this by discussing this issue with your child(ren).
