POETRY INTRODUCTION  (Cook/Ikeda)

Purpose:  

1. Students will read a variety of poems.  

2. They will share what they find appealing with one another.  

3. They will select one poem that everyone in the group likes and then write an analysis of the poem. 

4.  Students will learn how to cite poems from a book.

Poetry categories:

· Classic

· Love

· Nature

· Teenage

· Animals

· Multicultural

· Sports

Preparation:

Divide poetry books into categories

Students are placed into groups of four

Instructions:

1.  Discuss the instructions and how to cite poems from a book. Students are to find one poem the whole group finds appealing.  They are to underline the title of the book and then use "quotation marks around the poem."  The poet must be listed as well as lines and phrases from the poem (in quotation marks) to support why they found the poem appealing.  Give an actual example to the students.  (See appended sheet)

2.  Each group sits at a station.

3.  Each student picks up a book and then skims the poems to find a poem which s/he finds appealing.  

4.  Students share their poems with one another and then select one the whole group enjoys.

5.  Each person in the group writes a one sentence summary of what the poem is about, and then analyzes the poem giving specific reasons why they enjoyed the poem and should try to quote a line from the poem to support their views.
