People have always lived beside the sea. Marine archaeology continues from the shoreline, exploring the
depths beyond — studying the material culture left behind as people ventured into the oceans. Though its
archaeological challenges may differ from those of terrestrial archaeology, marine archaeology shares
many practices and concerns in common: excavation, preservation, and dealing responsibly with cultural
claims.
