Dear Students,

We hope you are adjusting to this new learning environment and some aspect of a routine this week. Please remember
to be kind to yourself, as it will take some time to work through the newness of it all. There will be issues to work
through, and questions with uncertain answers. When you do have questions or are in need of support, know that we
are available by phone, email and through the various online platforms teachers have created. We have many
resourceful people within our school who can be of considerable assistance, and we have access to many other people
and services in the community.

Two reminders while we repeatedly reference “online learning”:

1. You are not expected to be on a screen at all times. Computers continue to be just one tool in the tool kit of
teaching and learning. We should utilize it when it makes sense. Pen to paper, physical activity, reading a book,
exploring the arts, service to others, and getting outside (where appropriate) remain valuable and encouraged
endeavours.

Grade 12 Capstone (exit interviews format) are
currently being revised. Revised Capstone requirements for CLC 12 (and CAS for IB12s) will be shared with students in
the last week of April.

GR. 9 INQUIRY PROJECT: Gr. 9 students will no longer be asked to complete their Inquiry Projects. Due to our current
remote learning environment and our desire to balance the expectations for students, we have decided to discontinue
the Gr.
