This is a TWO step process with the Ministry of Education’s Student Transcript
Service. The first step is to register for your BCelD . The second step is to Log into the Student Transcript Service and
order, view, send your transcript. All students applying to university/college must request their FINAL transcript to be
shared with their post secondary institutions of choice. There is a “How to Make a Student Transcript Request” which
reviews the process in greater detail on the Career Resource web site and Teams page.
