UPDATED PROVINCIAL COVID-19 HEALTH & SAFETY GUIDELINES FOR K-12:  On March 30th the province updated the 
Health and Safety Guidelines for K to 12.

Fraser Health’s Immunization Program for school-aged children will resume this year beginning with students in grades 7 
and 10 who missed their immunizations during the 2019-2020 school year due to COVID-19. These appointments will be 
located at local public health units.  
 

• To start, public health staff will contact families of students currently in grades 7 and 10 who missed their 
immunizations during the 2019-2020 school year, due to COVID-19.  

• These students will be offered immunization appointments over the spring and summer. 

• Immunization information for Kindergarten, Grade 6 and 9 students from the 2020-2021 school year will be 
provided at a future date.
