Please note that this does not impact parent 
accounts. Students will receive an auto-generated email with their new MyEd login id (pupil #) and generated password. 
This will be sent to their school email accounts. When students receive this email they will need to follow the 
instructions to log in. This may require students to create a new security question and answer. Once they do this, 
students are encouraged to keep their new password somewhere safe for future log ins. The major benefit of this 
change will be that students will be able to keep their same account if they move between schools. This would include 
moves from middle to secondary.
