DROP OFF & PICK UP OF STUDENTS 
As we head into the final two weeks before the winter break, we would like to remind all those who drive students to 
school to please remember to follow the expectations set out by the school and the city of Port Moody. We have 
noticed several drivers making choices that impact other drivers and also the neighbours of the school. Families should 
only be dropping off and picking up in the drive-through lane located beside the school tennis courts. Drivers should not 
be dropping off or picking up on Albert Street and making illegal U-turns that slow traffic flow and block the exit from 
the drive through drop off.
