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This year, we will have co-valedictorians—one student in the Dogwood 
program, and one in IB (certificate or diploma). The co-valedictorians will 
work together to prepare and deliver their commencement address during the 
ceremony. 
 
Applications will be available online beginning Monday March 31st, and are 
due on Thursday, April 10th at 4:00 pm. Candidate speeches will be presented 
during the Grad Assembly on Wednesday, April 23rd. Voting will take place 
after the assembly and the co-Valedictorian will be announced at the end of 
the day. 
 
Students arrive at 6:00 pm to prepare for the processional and ceremony. 
Theatre doors open at 6:30 pm for families to select their seats. Families will 
need tickets. Graduating students do not need a ticket. 
 
Wednesday, June 18th, pick up caps and gowns from the Drama Room 
immediately after assembly. Grads can then take plenty of photos 
beforehand. Students keep their caps and gowns after the ceremony. 
 
All family and guests must have tickets. Between May 29th to June 9th, tickets 
will be available to purchase ONLINE for $10.00 each. There is no limit! 
Graduating students DO NOT need to purchase a ticket. 
 
Commencement is a formal ceremony that can last up to three (3) hours and 
may not be suitable for small children. 
 
Orpheum ushers will seat individuals with mobility challenges prior to the 
theatre opening. Email Vice-Principal Colin Cameron 
(cocameron@sd43.bc.ca) to make arrangements.  If anyone in your party 
needs to take regular breaks, you may find it desirable to choose a seat in the 
balcony where elevators and washrooms are easily accessible.

Families will not be attending the dinner dance. 
 
Students who would like to bring a guest, who is not a PMSS Graduating Grade 
12 student, must pick up a Guest Pass Application available online, beginning 
March 31st. Completed forms must be submitted by April 9th. The school 
administration approves all guests before purchasing tickets. The approved 
guest will be attached to the PMSS students’ SchoolCashOnline account. 
 
Tickets will be available on SchoolCashOnline April 8th -May 2nd. Students must 
have completed their School Policy Form and have no outstanding debts (e.g. 
fees, uniforms, books) in order to purchase their ticket. The cost will be 
determined shortly (last year, the cost was $170). 
 
Financial assistance will be available to ensure ALL can participate. See your 
counsellor for information. 
 
Families are encouraged to participate in the evening by volunteering at the 
AfterGrad; a continuation of the Grad Celebrations that includes music, games, 
and prizes in a carnival like atmosphere.
